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The IBBY Honour List is a biennial selection of 
outstanding, recently published books, honour-
ing writers, illustrators and translators from IBBY 
member countries.

The first Honour List in 1956 was a selection of 15 
entries from 12 countries. For the 2010 Honour 
List, 54 countries have sent 164 nominations in 
44 different languages. Selected for the 2010 list 
are 64 entries in the category of Writing; 52 in the 
category Illustration; and 48 in the category Trans-
lation. Included for the first time are titles from 
Lebanon, as well as a new entry from Canada in 
Dogrib and from Russia in Karalian.

The titles are selected by the National Sections of 
IBBY, who are invited to nominate books charac-
teristic of their country and suitable to recommend 
for publication in different languages. One book 
can be nominated for each of the three catego-
ries: Writing, Illustration and Translation. For a 
country where there is a substantial and continu-
ing production of children’s books in more than 
one language, more books may be submitted for 
writing and translation in the different languages 
of the country.

The Honour List has become one of the most 
important activities of IBBY. For many National 
Sections the selection process presents a welcome 
opportunity to study and review the production 
of children’s and juvenile books in their coun-
try on a continuing basis. Moreover, it offers a 
unique opportunity to the member countries, 
especially those with less well-known languages, 
to present their best books to an international 
audience. The exhibition of Honour List Books 
is shown at conferences and fairs around the 
world and the catalogue is translated into differ-
ent languages and thus reaches more and more 
people. Each Honour List catalogue from 1980 
onwards is also available through IBBY’s web 
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page – making it even more accessible through-
out the world. This activity is one of the most 
effective ways of furthering IBBY’s objective of 
encouraging international understanding and 
cooperation through children’s literature.

An IBBY Honour List has been published every 
two years since 1956. Originally it was called 
‘The Hans Christian Andersen Honour List’, 
because the same jury that selected the recipi-
ents of the Hans Christian Andersen Awards 
identified the books selected for the Honour List. 
Until 1974 there was one general category for 
an Honour Book, i.e. ‘a good book’. That year 
the category for Illustration was added, soon 
followed by Translation in 1978. Thus, the base 
was widened for the National Sections who now 
took on the role of the selection jury. Although it 
was not until 1980 that the name IBBY Honour 
List was first used and the annotated catalogue 
that we see today was published.

Great care is taken to provide up-to-date infor-
mation about the authors, illustrators, translators 
and their publishers, including the subject and 
language indexes. Even though space and funds 
are often limited, it is our wish to provide as 
much information as possible in a concise way 
and to promote access to the books.

We wish to sincerely thank our colleagues of the 
International Youth Library in Munich for their 
invaluable cooperation and support in prepar-
ing this catalogue. They have once again studied 
and classified the books, given valuable advice 
concerning bibliographical practice, transliter
ation of scripts that are not in Latin letters, as 
well as the very useful subject indexing.

The bibliographical practice that we use in the 
annotations is not, however, identical with that 
of the IYL. This is because the catalogue is in 

English and we follow the practice of spelling 
foreign names of people and places in standard 
English.  We have respected the way in which 
the nominees themselves spell their names in 
Latin letters, which is usually identical with the 
transliteration used in their passports. 

As a rule, we have written published book titles 
in italics and, whenever possible, added English 
translation in brackets. There are some excep-
tions when space or information is not available.

The IBBY Honour List 2008 is the result of excel-
lent cooperation between the IBBY Secretariat, 
the participating National Sections who selected 
the entries and prepared the nominations, and 
the publishers of the nominated books who 
donated seven copies of each title for exhibitions 
and the permanent collections. We wish to thank 
all of them very much indeed.

We gratefully acknowledge the support of grupo 
edebé, Barcelona, Spain for sponsoring the print-
ing and donating the paper for this catalogue.

The IBBY Honour List 2010 will be introduced 
and the diplomas presented at the 32nd IBBY 
Congress in Santiago de Compostela, Spain, on 
Thursday, 9 September 2010.

The day she leaves 
school Maddy is unable to 

answer her father’s question: “What is the most 
beautiful thing in the world?” So he takes her 
on a world tour to find a suitable answer. The 
trip, though wonderful, only confuses her more. 
On their return she falls in love with a strange 
young man whom she calls Feather and they live 
a fairy-tale existence together. In time Feather 
starts to waste away as he pines for his freedom 
from the domesticity Maddy has created around 
them. In this story about grief and loss Hartnett 
does not shy away from the painful predica-
ment and melancholy themes of the story, and 
provides gentle and genuine comfort for the 
reader with the growing relationship between 
Matilda and the boy.

Born in 1968, Sonya Hartnett’s first novel was 
published when she was 16. She has since 
become one of Australia’s best known and 
highly acclaimed writers for young adults and 
children. She has won numerous national and 
international awards including: The Children’s 
Book Council of Australia Book of the Year for 
Younger Readers in 2005 for The Silver Donkey 
(IBBY HL 2006), and for Older Readers in 2008 
for The Ghost’s Child. In 2008 she was awarded 
the Astrid Lindgren Memorial Award. Her books, 
with their many layers of meaning and meta-
phorical characters as well as her lyrical style of 
writing have equal appeal to young people and 
adults.

they are told “off with you – go home!” Where 
is that? They are allowed to take two suitcases, 
but everything else they have to leave behind. 
What about their achievements at school, the 
hard work hardly anyone else wants to do, and 
their friends? They wait daily in fear of receiv-
ing their deportation notice. However, there are 
many friends who want to help – more than they 
thought there would be. In this book the author 
shows again her dedication to the disadvan-
taged, her commitment against injustice and her 
understanding for the helpless rage and despair 
of young people like Esad.

Since 1969, Renate Welsh has written over fifty 
books for young adults, always aware that what 
she experienced as a teen can never match the 
experience of today’s youth. Because of this, 
she is careful to observe, listen to and cultivate 
relationships with young people. Welsh believes 
that “language is a very clear indicator of when 
honesty is relinquished in favour of a self-image 
enabling one to find a passably comfortable 
existence…[but]…language also uncovers what-
ever one has artificially tried to cover up”. In her 
books for young adults, she works to articulate 
those moments when such sacrifices and artifices 
are made clear, to locate the disorderly behind 
the orderly. She has earned many honours for 
her work, including the Austrian Awards for  
Children’s Literature.

The story, inspired by the 
author’s childhood, relates 
the story of 14-year-old 
Ojipik who lives on the banks 
of Lake Cabonga with his 
family and their dogs. Like 

his ancestors he dreams of hunting and fishing 
and of becoming a great musher flying on the 
snow shouting “hush! hush!” But in the spring of 
1950 the Canadian Federal Government orders 
the slaughter of all the dogs in the community, 
depriving the residents of the only way to reach 
their hunting territories. Ojipik’s father says that 
the only way to defend native rights is through 
education. Therefore, his son starts studies at the 
White’s school. “You will stand up and speak,” 
he tells his son. 

Michel Noël describes himself as a Quebecois 
of native origin and lived with the Algonquin 
community in Abitibi until he was 14 years 
old. Today, he spends most of his time on the 
reserve or his ancestral territories. He has writ-
ten more than 50 books including picture books, 
art books, craft books, theatre plays, poetry, 
youth and adult fiction. He has received many 
prizes including Governor General of Canada 
Award in 1997 for the quality of his works and 
his contribution to the harmonization of rela-
tions between communities. Noël calls himself a 
storyteller and maintains that his role is to pass 
on to others, especially to the young generation, 
all the knowledge and wisdom that he inherited.

He and his family went 
into exile first in Bucharest, Romania, and then 
to Israel, finally arriving in Ibiza, Spain.

However, the big finale is when the author 
and illustrator show up at the gathering and join 
the magical characters. At the end of the story the 
author invites the storks to tell the tale from their 
perspective, so circles back on itself.

Leonor Bravo was born in Quito in 1953. For the 
last four years she has been giving creative writ-
ing workshops for children of all ages. She has 
published 20 books of short stories and novels. 
Her novel La Biblioteca Secreta de la Escondida 
(The secret library of La Escondida) won in 2004 
the Darío Guevara Mayorga National Award and 
was listed in the IBBY Honour List 2006. The 
Banco del Libro of Venezuela included her novel 
Esta es la ciudad de Quito (This is the city of 
Quito) as one of the best books of 2008. Tzakela, 
el Tigre de la oscuridad (Tzakela, the tiger of 
darkness) won the Alicia Yanez Cossío National 
Award and was published on the website Viaje 
alrededor de los libros. Bravo is the President of 
Girandula, the Ecuadorian association of chil-
dren’s literature and President of IBBY Ecuador.

The homeless 
children help the undertaker to bury their older 
sister. Miss Lone tap dances and the undertaker 
sings at the bitter-sweet last goodbye that seems 
to put smile on the dead little girl’s face. 

As far as we know Oskar K. is a dog. A very 
special one who writes stories for children and 
lives in Spain. Apparently the dog was born in 
Breslau in 1948. Among his important works 
is a series of books called The Famous Three 
(2006- ). Recently he wrote Little Miss Nobody 
(2008) and Idiot! (2009). Ole Dalgaard, Oskar 
K.’s secretary, was born in 1950 in Fredericia. 
He has been working with theatre and televi-
sion and since 1994 he has been living in Spain 
where he writes novels, theatre plays and books 
for children.

friend. But Leelo is often alone and soon teaches 
herself to read. Sometimes she is taken to the 
city to stay with her aunts. There she sees queues 
for food and listens to the Voice of America 
behind closed doors. She is clever and notices 
everything, but can never mention the things 
whispered about at home: deportations, prison 
camps and secret police. The story, both tragic 
and joyful, shows that childhood can remain 
happy even at the toughest times as long as you 
are surrounded with loving people.

Leelo Tungal, born in 1947, is poet, writer, 
translator and editor-in-chief of the children’s 
magazine Hea Laps (Good Child). She has writ-
ten more than 70 books for children and young 
people – both prose and poetry. Her work is 
characterised by optimism, smooth storytelling 
and wittiness.

She 
is a heroine who at heart resembles me: a little 
girl locked in a magic circle, who, little by little, 
slowly, succeeds at existing in the eyes of others. 
Charity does this through drawing, and I did it 
through writing.” 

Marie-Aude Murail was born in 1954 in Le Havre 
into a family of artists. Her father, her brother 
Lorris and her sister Elvire are writers. She wrote a 
doctoral thesis at the Sorbonne on “ Poor Robin-
son or why and how classical novels are adapted 
for children”. When she was 23 she started 
writing short stories for romance magazines. In 
1985, she wrote her first novel for adults. Since 
1986 she has just been writing for children. She 
has been awarded the most French prizes in the 
field of children books. Murail was the French 
nominee for the Hans Christian Andersen Author 
Award in 1996 and 1998.

The story is a mixture of big-city adventure and 
mystery story with speed, humour, wonderful 
ideas for speech and a lot of fondness. Steinhöfel 
delves into Rico’s world without whitewashing and 
opens a new cosmos for children’s literature. The 
succinct illustrations of Peter Schössow complete 
this fascinating and exceptional children’s book.

Andreas Steinhöfel was born in Battenberg in 
1962. After initially pursuing a teaching degree 
in biology and English, he studied English and 
Media at the University of Marburg. He now 
works as a translator, literary critic and writer of 
screenplays, but he is best known for his many 
prize-winning books for children and young 
adults. His bestseller Die Mitte der Welt (The 
centre of the world) was included in the IBBY 
Honour List 2000 and was also nominated for 
the prestigious German Youth Literature Award 
in 1999 – as was Rico, Oskar und die Tiefer
schatten in 2009.

Jacques Roumain (1907-1944) was a very 
well-known and prominent Haitian author 
and politician whose most prominent novel 
Gouverneurs de la Rosée (Masters of the dew, 
1944) has continued to be published and is 
considered one of the greats of Caribbean litera-
ture. He was fervently opposed to Duvalier, and 
thanks to his activism was jailed several times, 
and even exiled. Until recently his writing for 
children, specially the ones for his son – most 
of which were created while in exile or in jail, 
were unknown to most people. This collection of 
his poems and stories is a tribute to him and to 
children’s literature as an acknowledgment of his 
beautiful writing.

He also worked for 
Duna Television and RTL. Since 2003 he has 
been chief editor of an artistic programme for 
Hungarian Television. He says: It was my son 
who persuaded me to write down the originally 
improvised evening tales of Lollipop and Marvel, 
the two horses. In my mind they symbolize the 
two sides of our souls and lifestyles. His works 
include Zendülés az idő ellen (Revolt against 
time, 1994, 1996), Magyarországi levelek 
(Letters from Hungary, 1999) and Várok ránk (I 
am waiting for us, 2003).

from? What is the “other world” and where is it 
located? Why do people feel lonely? Why is their 
village almost completely populated by young 
people? Her mother and wise grandmother give 
her some answers. There is nearly no plot in this 
novella: each small episode illustrates a search 
for an answer to a different “life-puzzle”. Put 
together these small-scale episodes comprise a 
unique and integral structure to the story. The 
author has managed to grasp and show the 
subtle complexity of a child’s inner world and the 
important role of adults in its development. Torn 
between loyalty to her parents and jealousy for 
her newly born brother, In’aine goes through a 
range of human emotions: she feels resentment 
and bitterness, which the adults try to compen-
sate for and heal with their love.

Natalja Sinitskaja was born in 1974 in the village 
of Larva in the Prionezhsky region of the Kare-
lian Republic. In 1996 she graduated from the 
Petrozavodsk State University. While she was a 
student she wrote articles for the local newspaper 
Oma Mua (My Land). After graduation she 
worked for some time as a correspondent for the 
same newspaper and then was promoted to the 
position of a senior editor. At present she works 
as chief editor for the joint editorial office of two 
Karelian-language newspapers – Oma Mua and 
Vienan Karjala.

His career began with his illustrations 
of speculative fiction and he came to promi-
nence in the field of children’s and young adult 
publishing when he won the Crichton Award for 
Illustration in 1998 for The Viewer (by Gary Crew, 
1997). Since then he has won numerous awards 
including the Children’s Book Council of Australia 
Picture Book of the Year for The Rabbits in 1999 
(by John Marsden, 1998), and for The Arrival in 
2007 and Book of the Year for Older Readers in 
2009 for Tales from Outer Suburbia.

Rasmus Bregnhøi was born in 1965 and is the son 
of the famous Danish illustrator Palle Bregnhøi.

His usual drawing style is 
expressive, naïve and provocative. He produced 
the artwork for the Danish Aquarium and the 
main library of the community Gentofte, in  
Sjælland. He has illustrated more than 20 titles 
and in 2008 he received the Danish Culture 
Ministry’s Illustrator prize.

Born in 1975, Marco Chamorro has illus-
trated more than twenty books with important 
publishers in Ecuador such as Alfaguara, Altea, 
Norma, Libresa and Manthra Editores.

Rönns has illustrated and written two 
books in Swedish and Finnish: Pärlemo får ett

His 
paintings create a very sensitive, respectful and 
delicate visual text that enriches the beautiful 
story, giving it a warm and refined visual setting 
and atmosphere. 

Michele Ferri, painter and illustrator, was born in 
Fano in 1963. After studying Fine Arts and Music 
in Urbino and Pesaro, in 1988 he abandoned 
music to devote himself completely to painting 
and illustrating. In 1993 he moved to Paris to do 
an internship at the Polygamo Graphic Studio. 
In 1994 the first book both authored and illus-
trated by him, Simon et le géant (Simon and 
the giant), was published in Paris. But it was his 
book Paroles d’espoir (Words of hope, 1995) 
that made him known in France. He has also 
illustrated a series of biblical psalms for children 
in Italian.

Lina Dūdaitė was born in 1974 in Kaunas. She 
graduated from Kaunas’ Art Gymnasium in 
1998 and then studied Graphic Design at the 
Kaunas subdivision of Vilnius Art Academy.

Serghei Samsonov was born in Solikamsk, 
Russia, in 1954. Today he lives and works in 
Chişinău where he graduated from the Graphics 
Department of the Pedagogical University. For 
many years he has worked in mural painting, 
stained-glass windows, posters and caricature, 
and more recently he has worked for maga-
zines and publishing houses. He has illustrated 
about 50 books in Moldova, Romania, Russia 
and USA; mainly for children.

The book has 
entertained previous generations of children and 
this new issue will do the same for today’s chil-
dren. The composition, graphic design and the 
overall tone of the book is compact and playful.

Martina Matlovičová (1975) graduated from the 
Academy of Performing Arts in Bratislava. Her 
work is extraordinarily lively and brisk, inventive 
and fresh. She combines her painting style with 
the technique of collage; her colours are always 
brilliant, dense, determining, and dominant. She 
regards her books as one whole, and her liter-
ary output is typical for its innovative way of 
thinking and her sense of creativity. So far, she 
has illustrated more than ten books for children, 
of which several have been awarded prizes for 
excellence: Ohňostroj pre deduška (Fireworks 
for Grandpa) won the Most Beautiful Books

He strives 
to ensure with his illustrations that the liter-
ary and artistic elements work homogeneously 
and creating a totality, thus satisfying the ever 
more demanding reader. He does this subtly and 
extremely imaginatively. In 2006, he took part 
in the Croatian Biennale of Illustration in Zagreb, 
and he has similarly been selected several times 
in the Slovene Biennale in Ljubljana. He has 
received important national awards for his work.

When a Vene-
tian fisherman comes back to 
port, all along the canal, from 
house to house, the rumour 
spreads that he has brought

which becomes bigger and bigger as the rumour 
spreads: a swordfish, a whale, a monster, even a 
mermaid! The surprise is at the end and no one 
can verify the truth, except maybe the fisher-
man. The illustrations are created from artfully 
touched-up photos of Venetian waterfronts and 
completed by little characters spreading the 
news from one window to another. The book 
is made in the form of a leporello and makes 
a long colourful frieze. The lines are clear cut, 
the colours (gouache) vivid and harmonious. The 
general effect is cheerful, light and childish, but it 
has enough depth to charm readers who are not 
that young anymore.

Albertine was born in Dardagny in 1967. Between 
1983 and 1990 she trained at the Ecole des Arts 
décoratifs and the Ecole supérieure d’art visuel 
of Geneva. Since then, she has been teaching 
screen printing at the Ecole des Arts décorat-
ifs and at the Haute Ecole d’Art et de Design 
(HEAD) in Geneva. She has illustrated different 
texts by Germano Zullo for young children: all 
published in the collection La joie de lire. Alber-
tine’s drawings are lively and full of humour and 
a very fine line contains her bright and cheerful 
colours.

Ning 
is written for both children and adults and uses 
Buddhist philosophy to symbolize life in the midst 
of confusion and chaos, and teaches readers to 
live wisely and conscientiously.

Cheewan Wisasa received a Vocational Certifi-
cate of Arts from Srinakarinwirot University. He 
worked as an art teacher at Sampran Wittaya 
School in Nakorn Pathom for many years before 
he became a children’s book writer and illus
trator. Some of his works are translated into other 
languages, such as English, Japanese, Spanish, 
Portuguese and Chinese.

A fold-out map of the Isle of Fright is 
convincingly authentic. Emily Gravett’s pencil and 
wash drawings convey a range of emotions; the 
vigour of a bird of prey is sketched with spare, 
dark lines, a bed (and whatever lurks beneath it) 
is pencilled in with haphazard, grainy scribbles 
while Little Mouse himself is lovingly crafted with 
detailed sensitivity. Readers are encouraged to 
consider their own anxieties and to record them 
in blank spaces provided. Little Mouse’s constant 
prop is a huge pencil – a fitting testament to the 
value of drawing and writing. 

Emily Gravett was born in Brighton and after 
leaving school she spent eight years living and 
travelling around the UK in a bus. Following the 
birth of her daughter, she settled back in Brighton 
and enrolled on an illustration course at Brighton 
University. In 2004 she won the Macmillan Prize 
for Illustration for Wolves and went on to be 
awarded the CILIP Kate Greenaway Medal in 
2005 for the same title. She has since won many 
major book prizes, including the 2008 CILIP Kate 
Greenaway Medal for Little Mouse’s Big Book of 
Fears. Macmillan has now published eight more 
titles written and illustrated by Gravett, including 
Monkey and Me, The Rabbit Problem, Orange 
Pear Apple Bear and Merkat Mail.

Even readers who are not sports fans will enjoy 
this slice of Americana that is full of interesting 
details based on the author’s extensive research. 
It is a perfect blending of portrait illustrations with 
a compelling true story, told in a personal, folksy 
voice. Documentation and reference tools include 
an author’s note, acknowledgments, bibliography, 
filmography, endnotes and an index.

Kadir Nelson began his career in children’s 
picture book illustration in 1999, collaborating 
with several notable authors in creating art for 
stories featuring African American heroes. These 
books, Moses: When Harriet Tubman Led Her 
People to Freedom (2006), Ellington Was Not 
a Street (2004), Michael’s Golden Rules (2007) 
and over 15 others have won multiple awards. 
Henry’s Freedom Box (2007), a poignant story 
of a slave who escaped slavery by mailing himself 
north in a packing crate, won Caldecott and 
Coretta Scott King honours. We are the Ship, the 
first book that he has written, has won multiple 
awards, including the America Library Associa-
tion Sibert award and Coretta Scott King award. 
His paintings are exhibited in many museums 
and collections. He has said, “I want to show the 
strength and integrity of the human being and 
the human spirit.”

The excit-
ing narrative attracts the reader not only by its 
verbal text, but also by the images, interacting 
with sequences and scenes of angles and framings. 
Thus, the effect is the same as sequential graphic 
art, sometimes close to cinematographic art. 

Marcos Bagno began his career as a writer in 
1988 when receiving the IV Biennial Nestlé Liter-
ature Award for his book A invenção das horas 
(The invention of the hours). Later, he published 
books mainly for children and adolescents; 
to date he has published 30 titles. As a trans
lator, Bagno has been working for some of the 
main Brazilian publishing houses.

He chases her throughout the Dogrib terri-
tory and outlying area, and in the process he gives 
names and shape to the landscape of his people, 
bringing to light and life the laws and traditions 
that guide their relationships with the land and 
one another. It is a legend that reminds readers 
of the wisdom of the Elders, the ancient customs 
and beliefs that teach mutual respect between all 
creatures, and of respect for the land and all its 
gifts. The book features English and Dogrib on 
each page, and exemplifies the work of Aborigi-
nal communities in Canada, in revitalizing the 
languages of their communities.

Mary Siemens has long been involved with the 
Tåîchô language as a translator, a teacher and 
curriculum development coordinator.

Eva Glistrup wrote: The language 
of the books is pleasing, simple and genuine, in 
admirable harmony with the respect for nature, 
animal life and the simple existence and the 
genuine feeling it expresses.

Jean-Baptiste Coursaud was born in 1969. He is 
a specialist in the literatures of the Scandinavian 
countries for adults as well as for children and 
he works to promote Scandinavian literature in 
France.

Kingsley introduces everything he was inter-
ested in at that time, and he creates a dialogue 
with the reader in which everything is possible 
thanks to fantasy. The book is satirical as well as 
a strong criticism against child labour, which was 
common then.
